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The sculpture’s surface, marked by visible oxidation and rust, serves as a material reference to the
passage of time and the historical journey of civilizations. These metal textures go beyond decoration—
they gain narrative power, conveying meanings of authority, heritage, and collective experience. The
artwork invites viewers to read history through its material, to feel the pulse of a bygone era, and to
connect with its cultural memory.
