The use of geometric and symbolic shapes is closely tied
to the architecture and artistic expression of the time, reflecting the authority and cultural identity of the #clldleader
Genoese through forms found in castles, public buildings, and religious monuments. The rust on the sculptures
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serve as a narrative medium, enhancing the sense of historical decay and timelessness. Rust recalls old
fortresses and iron structures, royal seals and inscriptions, giving the works a vivid and symbolic character.
Through their surfaces, the sculptures tell the story of the Gateluzzi, evoking emotion and inviting reflection.
