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The sculptural construction is inspired by the decorative practices of the Gateluzzi in Lesvos, incorporating
geometric and embossed motifs that reference garments, coats of arms, and architectural elements of the era. E
Circular and spiral designs, along with the half fleur-de-lis, form an aesthetic that blends Gothic and Byzantine

influences, reflecting the cultural identity and authority of the Genoese rulers. The composition serves as a #clldleader
narrative medium, conveying prestige and power through symbolic forms. The texture of rust enhances the sense
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of historical decay and acts as a bridge between past and present. These materials evoke old fortresses,
royal seals, and cultural symbols, giving the work a vivid and symbolic character. The surface of the sculptures is
not merely decorative—it tells the story of the Gateluzzi, evoking emotion and illuminating the memory of an era
of dominion and cultural heritage.
